Building Update

Stage one is now complete and all Admin staff have moved and we even had some early commencement classes in
the new building. There are some final touches still to be done: the mirrors and barres for Dance are still to be
installed and TV screen placed on the walls. New student chairs and tables have been ordered and will be ready for
the start of the 2019 college year. In the meantime the old Admin and Music wings have almost been completely
demolished so that the works for Stage 2 can start during December and January. Over the next two weeks the
visitors and staff car park along Murray Road is being asphalted. If you are visiting the college you must park in the
Jensen Road car park and then make your way to the new building.

The college has spent over $70,000 in moving the Music Department and in constructing six new Music practice
rooms and a new recording studio whilst the new facilities are being built. The college will also have to find the
money to carpet and paint many of the rooms in B and C wing as unfortunately, this is not covered in the
maintenance amount provided by the government.

Awards evenings are the highlight of the year for me. It is always such a great pleasure to see our young people
acknowledged for their effort and excellence during the year and to see their proud families on the night.
Congratulations to all the award winners. We have devoted three pages in this newsletter to photos of the award
winners.
