ASSESSMENT

of overall competence at this certificate level is undertaken by a qualified assessor and students’
competence judged using criteria from the unit of competencies.

In Units 1 & 2, students complete a range of exercises to demonstrate their competency.
In Units 3 & 4, students are required to complete three tasks assessed as two products and one portfolio.
The three tasks cover all the competencies in Certificate Il in Media for Units 3 & 4.

Students will be given a fair and adequate assessment process that includes multiple opportunities
to demonstrate competency.
